This title is assigned (o the treasury sector on the basis of the evidence put
forward by Wolfram Grajetzki, Two Treasurers, 47-48. Berlev, TN, 165-171
interpreted the Middle Kingdom title as ‘the one belonging to the placenta of the
king’, as a mark of distinction. Possibly the title denoted officials at court
available for commissions on a more flexible basis than those with more precise
titles; if the wr mdw §m® represented such a flexible group in the bureau of the
vizier, and the smsw h3yt a similar group in the palace gencrally, the rh nswt
might be officials closer to the king with particular trust, and so especially
suitable for commissions involving valuables. The conneclion (o ftreasury
concerns might ihen be more indirect or contingent than institutional. As with wr
mdw §m°, rh nswt is occasionally attested in title pairings, for example as prefix to
Imy-r hsw ‘overseer of singers’ (above, I11.1.3). The latter supports more an
interpretation as trusted official than a treasury association, though some musical
instruments themselves must have been items of value 1o be sealed.
